
JAPN 1401 Chapter 3 Podcasting assignment

Your mission:  You and your partner(s) will create a dialog talking about your rooms and publish as podcast.  One of you will invite your partner(s) in your room.  In the room, you and your partner(s) will talk about the room and their rooms.  You make a recording using Audacity in .mp3 file.  Then upload to SMU Japanese Program podcasting site by the end of the class time.  (10/3 Wednesday, 10:50am, Central Daylight Saving time) .  Alternatively if you have technical difficulties, you may send it to sensei to kschneid@smu.edu, but it also has to be by the end of the class time.  

PLEASE READ ALL PAGES, ALL WORDS and follow the instructions!

First please listen to sensei’s demonstration.

Note: My recording is under a minute.  You don’t need to make a very long one.  You just have to cover all the points below.

Be sure to cover following topics/functions

· Statement of names somewhere

· ask what kind of room it is

· describe what kind of room it is
· describe what kind of item (in the room)

· ask if there is a certain item in the room

· answer yes or no to the question above

· ask location of an item

· answer the location to the question above usingここ／そこ／あそこ
· describe the location of an item in relation to another item

Make sure to include the following grammar items.

· i-adjectives

· na-adjectives
· one or more of この／その／あの
· one or more of ここ／そこ／あそこ
· どこ
· one or more of よこ／ちかく／まえ／うえ／した／みぎがわ／ひだりがわ
How to use Audacity to record your program.  

You may have to stop and switch who is talking using the microphone.  Save often.  Edit if necessary.  

How to Record Audio on a PC using Audacity:
To record audio on a PC, open the AUDACITY program (Go to Start ( Programs ( Audacity).

 

Before recording, make sure you have a microphone attached to your computer, into which you will talk; and headphones to hear your recorded voice.

 

Once all is ready and the AUDACITY program is running, perform the following to record your assignment:

 

Record Button: The red circle button. Use this to record your voice.

Stop Button: Yellow square button. Use this to stop recording.

Play Button: Green triangular button. Use this button to hear what you have recorded.

 

To re-do a recording and cancel the previously recorded version, use the ‘X” icon (located on the left of the recorded voice) to close and restart from the beginning.
Go to File menu and select EXPORT as mp3

As window will pop up and will prompt you to save your voice file. Type the name of the file (for example: yourname.mp3- be sure not to forget the .mp3 at the end of the filename) and save in the My Documents directory.

After saving the file, a window may pop up asking you to locate the file lame_inc.dll. To locate it, browse to C: Program Files- lame-lame_enc.dll.

Click OPEN.

Once located, a window may pop up saying “Edit the ID3 tags for the mp3 file.”

Click OK.

Your file will be exported as an .mp3 to the director where you saved it.

Close the document. You do not need to save it.

How to Record Audio on a MAC using Audacity:

 

To record audio on a MAC, open the AUDACITY program (Go to Finder ( Applications ( Audacity 1.3.2-beta ( Audacity).

 

Before recording, make sure you have a microphone attached to your computer (into which you will talk) as well as headphones to hear your recorded voice.

 

Once all is ready and the AUDACITY program is running, perform the following to record your assignment:

 

Record Button: The red circle button. Use this to record your voice.

Stop Button: Yellow square button. Use this to stop recording.

Play Button: Green triangular button. Use this button to hear what you have recorded.

After saving the file, a window may pop up asking you to locate the file lamelib.l. To locate it, browse to Finder ( Applications ( Audacity 1.3.2-beta ( LameLib.1
Click OPEN.

Your file will be exported as an .mp3 to the directory where you saved it.

Close the document. You do not need to save it.

Upload the audio file to podcasting site

1. Go to http://www.podshowcreator.com/
2. Log in with

3. Go to “Manage” -> “Media Files”

4. Browse the .mp3 file you created and description with names of the partners (e.g. Chlapecka and Lee)

Click upload
