9) connecting phrases using てform of verbs
10) describing people using modifying clauses using 〜人 (i.e. Answer to お母さんはどんな人ですか。)

11) describing people using modifying clauses using 〜人がいいです／〜人がすきです。

How to create audio file:
1) Open Audacity and make New file.

2) Name the file with you last name(s) using “Save Project As”.  It should look like “ParkChoi.aup”

3) Record the conversation.

4) Save often!

5) Once you are done, “Save as .mp3”.  It should look like “ParkChoi.mp3”

1. Log in to Bb

2. Find Tools menu to the left

3. Find iTunesU.  iTunes will launch to show SMU iTunes U site.

4. Find Dedman College under Schools and Research

5. Find Beginning Japanese under Courses

6. Click on Student Work tab

7. Find Upload and Manage Files

8. Web Browser opens up.  Click on Student Work.

9. Click on + Add New File

10. Browse and find the file to upload.

11. Click Done.

12. Go back to iTunes and click on Student Work tab.

13. Make sure your file is there.
