I. Download original file

1. Log in to Bb

2. Go to nakama audio files and download “ch10DictaConversation.mp3”
II. Record your part

6. Find Dedman College under Schools and Research

7. Find Beginning Japanese under Courses

8. Click on Student Work tab

9. Find Upload and Manage Files

10. Web Browser opens up.  Click on Student Work.

11. Click on + Add New File

12. Browse and find the file to upload.

13. Click Done.
